Option 2: The VSP form is # 230 at https://apps.vsp.virginia.gov/catspublic_fill the form out and have it
notarized then mail the form to State Police. Have the reply sent back to you. Mail a copy (not the original)
of the completed form from State Police to VFMA prior to class. (if you send us a copy of your State Police
background check, please mark through your credit card info. We do not need that at VFMA)

Age requirements for class To attend a VDFP/VFMA class you must be 18 years of age or if 16/17 years of
age have met the VDFP requirements to attend class.
